BRADWAY ACTION GROUP Minutes
Committee Meeting: Tuesday 18th June 2013, 7.15 p.m. at the Old Mother Redcap.

1. Apologies:  Mike Bloy,
2. Minutes of the Previous Meeting 7th  May 2013: agreed as a correct record.
3. Reports
a. Chair
i) Longford Bus Shelter. SYPTE cannot erect a bus shelter until there is a designated bus stop so putting up a bus stop sign is a preliminary act to considering the request for a shelter. As no funds are currently available the request “will be kept on file until funding becomes available”.

ii) Boundary between Bradway and Dore. The Dore Village Society Committee has agreed to our request that they amend their Neighbourhood Plan to revert to the historic boundary.

iii) Whit Walk. Twelve people went on the walk with Tony Smith. The weather was excellent and the talk as informative and interesting as ever. We  owe a great debt of gratitude to Tony for continuing to lead the walk each year.

iv) Trees. Amey held an information session about its policies on tree management on 7 June, and would be undertaking a "tree walk" in Dore and Totley Ward with Councillors, SCC Officials and local group representatives on 21st June. Action: Secretary to represent BAG on “tree walk”. 

v) Traffic Disruption. The concerns of local traders about the proposed complete closure of Bradway Road around Twentywell Lane during the Streets Ahead road works was taken up with Councillor Ross, who contacted the contractors, with the result that more of the work will now take place during the night, thereby minimising the need for closure during the day, although some closure will still be needed as the area is residential and some operations would be too noisy to carry out overnight.

vi) Planters. Tom Makinson has replanted the planters outside the shops on Twentywell Lane, charging us only cost price for the compost and plants. He and John Kirkman will divide maintenance between them. 

vii) BAG Web Site. With the assistance of Pirashanthie Schmidt the web site has been revised. There is still more work to be done, Action: Committee members to consider the revised site and propose any improvements they might like to see introduced.

viii) Sheffield City Council is undertaking a review the number of councillors and the ward boundaries for Sheffield City Council. They have invited comment on: the role of the councillor in the local community; the role of councillors in leading the city; the role of the councillor in enabling effective local government; and the number of councillors needed. Action: Chair to circulate a draft for comment and respond by 24 June. An issue to be raised is that the last review transferred a part of the historic neighbourhood of Bradway into the Beauchief and Greenhill Ward. This may be an opportunity to reverse that division.
b. Secretary. i) A response had been submitted to the SCC Consultation on the future of Community Assemblies. ii) BAG did not meet the conditions for the Amey Community Partnership Programme.

c. Treasurer
The current balance stands at £1958, the increase since the previous report being mainly as a result of the payment for delivery of the Bradway Bugle. 

d. Membership Secretary 

Since 1 January, 101 household and 37individuals are in membership. We will continue to follow up those who have not renewed membership and to seek new members.  

e. Community Hall
Applications are being made to the Garfield Weston Foundation, the J G Graves Trust, the Sainsbury Family Charitable Trusts, the Sheffield Church Burgesses Trust, the Sheffield Town Trust and the Veolia Environmental Trust for grants totalling £43,000 towards the cost of refurbishing the Small (Mission) Hall. Solutions are being sought to a problem caused through an incompatibility between the Veolia grant conditions and terms within the Network Rail lease. As the outcome will not be known until late October it will not be possible to start the refurbishment before late November.

4. Plans for the Bradway Pub Site:  It appears that comments on the planning application are still being accepted after the notified closing date. Sainsbury's have responded to the letter from the Chair and this will be displayed on the notice board for general information. Action: Chair to reply to express our continuing concerns over access and road safety. Revised plans have acknowledged the need to protect access to the Recreation Ground by the Public Right of Way. The possibility of seeking the installation of a zebra crossing as a condition of planning consent would be raised with SCC and our councillors. 

5. Old School Field: (i) Sheffield Licensing Service has  taken over as the registration body for Village Greens and the application is now being processed. The Statutory Notice was posted outside the field on 13th June with objections taken until 25th July. (ii) An unexpected consequence of the playground extension has been a problem in getting the grass cut in the North West corner where the mechanical cutter cannot get round. Solutions are being sought. (iii) It was agreed that the monthly litter picks be suspended in favour of more regular  individual action. The web site will be used to encourage members to report litter problems so that ad hoc action can be taken where required.  

6. Fun Day: Friday 23 August. Big Al has been booked and has arranged for more games this year. Rob Wilks is organising the raffle, and the Chair is working with Fiona Vallely to co-ordinate volunteers. Fiona would approach Bradway Primary School to see if they might design a Fun Day poster. 

7. Poynton Woods: (i) Tony Andrews, SCC Rights of Way Officer had arranged for a Rights of Ways team to undertake improvements to part of the pathway. Work had started on the morning of the meeting and was due to be finished off on June 19th.  A team of BAG volunteers provided support cutting back vegetation and pruning trees and shrubs along the paths. It was agreed with Tony Andrews that BAG could undertake regular maintenance of the pathway so as to keep these open for public use. (ii) The Chair reported on a constructive meeting he had with Andrew Setchfield to discuss Mr Setchfield's plans for the future of his part of the woods. It is his intention to maintain the land as woodland though he might want to create on or two grassy glades or to try a plot for growing vegetables, but with most of the land remaining managed woodland. He has felled a few trees as part of woodland management. He has acquired a lot of logs from the trees felled by Network Rail as part of his agreement to allow them access. A problem he has faced has been people helping themselves to his logs. He was supportive of the idea that BAG might assist in the maintenance of the public right of way across his land and that subject to Committee approval, BAG might help him with his woodland management projects. 

8. Old Age and Isolation in the Community:  Rob Wilks reported that there had been no tangible developments beyond those previously considered. The identification of those experiencing isolation within the community remains a problem.

9. Bradway Bugle: The next Bugle is due out on Wednesday 21 August. In the absence of the Secretary arrangements to be made for delivery to, and pick up from, John Baker.

10. Open Meeting: Due to unavailability of the School Hall the date has had to be put back from 2nd July to 9th July. It was agreed that the meeting should be used to celebrate the achievements of BAG over the last 10 years and to identify priorities for the future. 

11.  Any Other Business: There being no other business the meeting closed at 9.15 p.m.
