Committee Meeting Monday 17 November 2003 at 7.30PM in 22 OxClose Avenue


Minutes

Acceptance of previous minutes for meeting on 13th October.


The minutes were accepted without opposition.


Matters arising.


Bradway Bugle.�It was confirmed that Mrs. Dungworth had submitted an article for the next edition of the Bradway Bugle.


Planning 209 Twentywell Lane�Mr Pritchett had been in touch with Mr Hastings regarding this application.  It appears that the application in its expected form had been withdrawn.  Mr Hastings would contact BAG whenever the planning application is re-submitted.


Application to Sheffield City Council Small Grants Fund.�Mr King gave details of the Sheffield City Council Small Grants Fund, and suggested that BAG made an application for a grant to cover the group’s start-up expenses and costs incurred in general activities in the neighbourhood.  It was agreed that Mr King carry out the necessary arrangements to apply for the funding.  There was no opposition.  Several committee members raised the issue of recovering expenses, and it was agreed that all members record any expenditure carried out for BAG.


Membership of BAG.�Mr George expressed concern that despite BAG holding a record of people who had expressed an interest in being informed about future activities, little was done to maintain this contact.  It was suggested that these residents should be sent a copy of committee minutes.  However as the cost would be considerable this was discounted, particularly as the minutes are made public via the notice board.  Mr Stubbs proposed that these residents should receive a personal invitation to the next Open Meeting.  This was accepted without opposition.


Footpaths.�Mr Stubbs provided the meeting with an outline of proposals from the landlord of the Bradway Hotel that would ensure that the access from Bradway Rd to the Recreation ground was open as much as possible whilst being sympathetic to the concerns of the landlord regarding antisocial and criminal activity.  The proposal suggested that the footpath gates would be unlocked from 7AM to dusk.  The committee agreed to monitor the situation over the forthcoming months.��Mr Smith questioned the situation about the existing footpaths to the NW and East of Moreview Golf Range now that planning permission had been granted to improve facilities on the site.  There was some disquiet that these paths had never been formally adopted as public rights of way despite being in permanent use from the time that the Golf Range was built.  Several questioned why the original boundary fences had been erected in their current position if the intention was not to have a footpath.  Mrs Astle reported that Beauchief Environment Group had submitted a ‘Claim for Right of Way’ for these paths and that SCC would be reviewing their status shortly.  The committee agreed to support this application for Rights of Way.


Sir Harold Jackson School.�Children are continuing to try and design a logo for BAG though this has to fit around the yearly curriculum.�Children from Sir Harold Jackson School had assisted with bulb planting during the past month and this had been well received by everyone.�There had been a request to make the opening times of the school play area public on a notice board.  Due to security concerns from the Headteacher this was discounted.  �Action, Mrs Darrall would seek further clarification regarding public access to the school field.��Mrs Darrell reported that the LEA would be meeting the next week regarding potential changes to the catchment of Meadowhead School.  Mrs Vallely would be making a statement on behalf of parents.


Planning Applications�There were no applications of significance at the time of writing.�Please see the adjacent notice regarding a significant development at 211 Twentywell Lane.


Policing�Mr George agreed to coordinate any liaison with the local Police.  The committee was informed of a significant increase in acts of vandalism and antisocial behaviour in the area.  Mr Wrottsley, Mr George and Mr Kewley agreed to meet and develop an action plan regarding any policing issues.��The local constable for the area is PC Chris Dudley who can be contacted on 2963680.


Traffic and Highways.�There was concern about the poor condition of road markings in the area.  Street-Force would be notified of this.  Many of the street signs were in a very poor condition though due to previous requests by BAG these were gradually being updated.  The following committee members agreed to take specific responsibilities;

The committee agreed to monitor any adverse effects of the traffic calming at the Bradway Rd and Twentywell Lane junction.  It was reported that a weight limit would shortly be imposed on the B6054 through Holmesfield this may alleviate many of the problems encountered from HGVs using Bradway rd inappropriately.
