Matters arising.


Meadowhead School catchment change�Mrs Darrell informed the committee that the cabinet meeting to discuss the proposed changes to Meadowhead School was now 26 November.  A petition had been handed into the LEA opposed to any changes and BAG had made a written opposition to any change.  The committee was keen to provide as much support to any campaign opposed to the changes and would send a representative to any future meetings.  Mrs valley and Darrell would keep informed of any developments.


Planning Matters�Mr Pritchett had been keeping a regular watch of the weekly list for planning applications concerning the area.  Clr Anne Smith had also contacted the chairman and secretary offering to notify us of any relevant developments.  It was hopped that this would allow the group to respond to issues as they arise.  The secretary would also make contact with Mr Hastings of 209 Twentywell lane to check the status of the proposed development in the area.


Bradway improvements�Mrs Astle had a donation of over 2000 bulbs to be planted in public places from Sheffield City Council.  Many suggestions were made for locations to the plant these.  Mrs Astle had already spoken to Sir Harold Jackson School who had offered help in planting bulbs on 23 October.  It was suggested that a further planting session would be held the following week if necessary.

South West Area Panel�Mr Aspinall gave details about the development of the group and the support and advice that the Sheffield South West Area Panel will be able to give.  Mr Aspinall explained the process that was used to develop the Biannual Area Plan and hopped that BAG would be able to make contributions in the future.  Mr Aspinall spoke about various issues facing the area noting the wide demographic spread of this part of the city.�Several Committee members raised the issue of communication with SCC and it was accepted that this was an area that should be improved.�Mr Aspinall discussed various achievable targets that my be able to receive funding and suggested that BAG opened a bank account as soon as possible.  The Treasurer Mr King had already actioned this.  It was hoped that we would be able to receive a grant to cover the set-up costs of the group.


Footpaths�There was discussion regarding problems with several footpaths in the vicinity of Moreview Golf Range and The Bradway Hotel.  Mr Stubs agreed to investigate the issue of blocked paths; Mr Tony Smith remarked that he had raised the issue of blocked paths preventing access to the Rec several times with SCC not even replying.  Mr Aspinall advised that there had been a backlog of work being cleared by the new Right of Way warden but suggested that any problems be reported using a Footpath Claim form.


BAG Logo�After various suggestions it was agreed that the children of Sir Harold Jackson School be asked to design a logo for the group.


Any other business�The committee recorded their thanks to Mrs Astle for allowing BAG to use her home for the meeting and to Mr Aspinall for his time and advice.
