Committee Meeting Monday 19 April 2004 at 7.30PM in 22 OxClose Avenue

Minutes

1) The following committee members were present;

a) Mrs. Dorothy Astle (Chairman), Mrs. Ruth Darrall, Mrs. Alysoun Dungworth, Mr. Stephen George, Mr. John Pritchett (Sec), Mr. Tony Smith, Mr. Peter Stubbs, Mr. David Wrottesley
b) Apologies received from;
Mr. Alan Kewley, Mr. Graham King, Mrs. Fiona Vallely, Mrs. Gill Wainman.
2) Acceptance of previous minutes for meeting on 9th March 2004.

a) The minutes were accepted with the following amendments.

i) The printed date should read Tuesday 9th March 2004

ii) Para 3-e)-ii)
 Mr Kewley and Stubbs have contacted StreetForce regarding various issues in Bradway.  Mr Kewley was concerned that budget restriction prevented many of the work requests being actioned.  In general, though, BAG had experienced significant support from StreetForce with many requests being carried out as soon as practicable. Mrs Astle as chairman had contacted StreetForce to thank them for their assistance.  It was suggested that the officers should coordinate these issues to limit any potential confusion.

iii) Para 4, second paragraph
Mrs Astle asked that all e-mails and letters should be collected for future reference, and that communications on behalf of BAG should reflect the majority view of the committee and not be aggressive or offensive.

3) Matters arising.

a) Footpaths.
Mr Smith reported that a new gate should soon be erected on the footpath to the south of Moreview golf Range and that this footpath should be resurfaced shortly.
The Right of Way officer has received over 60 claim forms demonstrating use of the footpaths alongside the Bradway Hotel and Moreview Golf Range and informed Mrs Astle that he will now be able to proceed with the claims for these paths.

b) Dog-waste bins.
New dog waste bins have been positioned by the exits to the Rec by Environmental Services as had been requested.  Mr George asked that SES review the situation regarding mess on the gennel leading to Sir Harold Jackson School.
Action: Mr George to report problem to SES.
c) HGVs on Bradway Rd.
Mr Stubbs informed the committee that the weight limit reduction on the B6054 through Holmesfield would now be going ahead.  This should significantly reduce the number of HGVs using Bradway Rd, particularly the stone lorries.  Concern was expressed that these vehicles may use alternative routes that were just as problematic, however, it was decided to review the situation after the work has been completed in Holmesfield.

d) Twentywell Lane – Bradway Road Junction.
The secretary was asked to write to the Head of Planning and Highways thanking them for the work carried out to improve this road junction.

e) Public seats.
Mrs Astle reported that this work should be carried out shortly but has been delayed due to staffing problems.

4) Correspondence.
A letter was received commenting on the poor signage at Tinkers Corner when arriving from Dronfield Woodhouse.  It was agreed that Streetforce would be asked to review the current standard and determine any possible improvements.
Action: Mr Stubbs to contact Streetforce.

Mr Kewley in his absence had written regarding the temporary no parking signs on Kenwell Drive.  The committee were aware of problems regarding the Onyx refuse wagon gaining access along Kenwell Drive and believed that they were actually positioned at the request of residents who had experienced problems with their refuse collection.  In a further memo Mr Kewley called for measures to restrict and calm traffic on St Quentin Drive, Mrs Astle has written back to Mr Kewley asking him to consult the residents for their views on this matter.

Mrs Astle asked that no one should express views under the name of B.A.G. that have not been cleared by the committee.  The style of communication must be within the B.A.G. policy (stated at the inaugural committee meeting).  A member sending an internal comment within the committee should make sure it is clearly marked for committee use only.  All correspondence regarding views and issues other than those of a routine matter should be sent to the secretary who will then forward them officially.  Logos and headings should only be used by the secretary as they can cause confusion.
This was agreed by all committee members with no abstentions.

5) Accounts.
The accounts balance sheet was reviewed as provided by Mr King.  Expenses credited to Mrs Darrall should read Mrs Wainman.

6) Neighbourhood Watch.
Mr George reported that 60 neighbourhood watch packs had been distributed in the St Quentin Rise and Drive area with the cooperation of Mr Kewley and Mr Pritchett.  Mr George has asked the police to give a presentation at the next open meeting on 25th May.  They will require 45 minutes for this including questions.

7) Spring Clean.
A liiterpick was organised on 17 April, 10 people attended this and a significant amount of rubbish was cleared.  Bradway Scouts have offered to assist in a future litter collection.
After a further successful litter clearance Mrs. Astle contacted Derbyshire County Council about the state of Rod Moor Rd approaching Tinkers Corner.  D.C.C. have agreed to ensure regular removal of litter from this stretch of road.
Mrs Astle investigated the possibility of Onyx providing householders bulky refuse collection as happened several years ago.
Action: Secretary to write to Onyx requesting a suitable collection date.
8) Planning Applications
10 Fox Lane.  Mrs Astle reported that at very short notice an application had been received.  BAG have opposed this.  There was nothing else of concern to report.

9) Chairwoman’s Report
Mrs Astle reported on the large number of achievements (Please see attached sheet) to date and the development of good working relationships with councillors, council departments, and the police.  Improvements to the Old School field opposite the top of Twentywell Lane were now a priority.  A sub-committee comprising of Mrs Astle, Mr Pritchett, Mr Smith and Mrs Darrell was established to pursue this matter.  Ideas were requested from the committee and it was agreed that everyone in Bradway should be invited to submit suggestions.  This would be discussed at the next open meeting and be publicised in the Bradway Bugle.

10) Open Meeting
To ensure that members of the public have time to ask questions and make comments, committee members, who are able to discuss matters fully at committee meetings, should limit their questions to external speakers.
This was agreed by all committee members with no abstentions.
