2) Mrs Astle briefed the committee on recent events
Proposals regarding Bradway Field have been sent to Mr Beatson and we are now awaiting permission to go ahead from the Parks Woodland dept.
Discussions have been held with Mr Wyatt about the derelict land at the junction of St Quentin Rise and St Quentin Drive.
Over 7000 bulbs have been planted recently in the Bradway area and the planter has been delivered and is now positioned at the top of Twentywell Lane.  This is being stocked and maintained by Makinsons greengrocers.  The second public seat is now in position on Bradway Field adjacent to the Annexe.

4) Matters arising.

a) Dog fouling.

b) Off Road Motor Cycles
Reports of recent damage to the football pitch and Rec area by off road bikes.  This matter has been reported to the police.  The police need description of the bikes when activities are reported.  These can be sent to Mr George via BAG.

5) Planning.
The only application of significance was for the demolition of Barnfield at 211 Twentywell Lane.  Due to previous planning applications at this site BAG will monitor the situation.
Golf Range development: 
The secretary was asked to write to SCC reminding them of the covenants imposed on the development, particularly issues relating to lighting.

6) Correspondence.
The Headteacher of Sir Harold Jackson had written in response to our concern regarding parking of cars and transport of students.
Streetforce have written outlining their priorities regarding the pruning of roadside trees.  Due to funding restrictions, only unsafe trees can be pruned.
A request for improved signage on Prospect Road and “Welcome to Bradway Signs” was received, BAG will ask Streetforce to review the current situation.
Action P Stubbs to liase with Street-Force.
Derbyshire CC have received an objection to the proposed weight restriction through Holmesfield, which will result in a delay for the application.
