BRADWAY ACTION GROUP Minutes

Committee Meeting Thursday 8 September 2005 at 7.30 p.m. at 22 OxClose Avenue

1.  Apologies.

In the absence of the Secretary, Stephen George agreed to take the Minutes.

2.  Minutes of the Meeting on 4 July 2005

These were accepted as a correct record.

3.  Matters Arising on the Minutes

Minute 3 (Membership): Membership remained at 263.

Minute 3 (Footpaths): Surfacing of the paths around the golf range was completed on 15 August, and an A-frame barrier was fitted at the Bradway Road entrance to the footpath on 30 August. Thanks were expressed to the Beauchief Environment Group for their hard work in laying the surfacing.

Minute 4 (Old School Field): The benches had been put up by a team of volunteers during August. Materials for the five-a-side pitch had been delivered, and work would shortly commence to lay the pitch. The log-run was expected to be fitted in October.

Minute 6 (Correspondence - Motorcycles). Personal experience of members of the Committee suggested that the problem had got worse through the summer. The importance of reporting all such incidents to the police (2 20 20 20) was stressed. Some motorbikes had been impounded as a result of such reports.

4.  Treasurer’s Reports

Two reports were submitted. The regular report, which indicated a current balance of £2366, was accepted. A draft annual report was approved, and would be sent for auditing before being presented at the AGM.

5.  Bradway Fun Day

Despite some wet weather, the Fun Day had been a great success, raising approximately £400 for the development of the Old School Field. Many people had said how much they had enjoyed the event.

One resident had asked whether the Fun Day could be held on a Saturday, as she would like to attend but worked during the week. Members of the steering group explained that this possibility had been considered, but there were several reasons for holding it on a weekday, including the availability of the Council Sports Van and other facilities, and the amount of competition with other activities on weekends in August.

It was agreed in principle to aim to hold another Fun Day in 2006.

6.  Annual General Meeting

The agenda and organisation for the AGM were agreed. (4 October, Bradway Annexe, commencing at 7.30 p.m.)

7.  Correspondence

A great deal of correspondence had been received concerning the attempt by Onyx to place glass-recycling bins at the Twentywell Lane shops with no prior consultation. Most letters had been appreciative of the swift action of the Chair of BAG in getting the work halted pending proper discussion of the siting of the bins. The matter was now being pursued by local councillors.

8.  Planning

No new planning applications had been notified.

9.  Other Business

Following several complaints from residents, Dorothy Astle had been in touch with Mr Stockley, the Headteacher of Sir Harold Jackson School, about the school hedge, which had become overgrown. He had apologised about the condition of the hedge, but he had been let down by the contractors. The matter would be addressed.

It was noted that the pruning of trees had been taking place throughout the area, and that work had commenced on long-overdue repair of footpaths on the St Quentin estate.

10.  Date and Time of Next Meeting

Dates for future meetings were left to be decided after the AGM, when the composition of the new Committee would be known.
