BRADWAY ACTION GROUP Minutes

Committee Meeting, Tuesday 6 March 2007 at 7.15 p.m. in the Meetings Room, Bradway Scout Hall.

Present: Peter Stubbs (Chair), Stephen George (Secretary), Dorothy Astle, John Child, Ruth Darrall, John Kirkman, Peter Smithson, Fiona Vallely, Steve Westnedge.

1. Notice of Other Business

One item was added to the agenda.

2. Apologies

John Pritchett, Rachel Wilson.

3. Acceptance of Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes were accepted as a correct record.

4. Matters Arising on the Minutes not Covered Elsewhere

Item 4 re previous 11a. Vandalism on the Playground. The Committee noted that there had been further vandalism. The gate to the playground and two fencing panels had been kicked off. The Council had replaced the fence panels and would replace the gate. The police had been informed, and the Police Community Support Officers who patrolled Low Edges on foot would extend their beat to take in the playground.

Item 6b. Sheffield in Bloom. An article had appeared in the Bradway Bugle and John Kirkman reported that he was in contact with the landlords of the Castle Inn and the Old Mother Redcap about floral displays.

Item 6d. Planning Application. (a) Steve Westnedge reported that the application for flats at 25 Rosamond Close had been rejected. (b) Stephen George reported that the design statement for Bradway was being written, and would be ready for the next meeting.

Item 8a. Community Chest. The forms had been obtained but no application had been possible in the time available. Fiona Vallely reported that Sir Harold Jackson School had received an award for improvements to the adventure playground. 

Item 8d. Litter Pick. It was agreed that the litter pick would go ahead on 31 March, meeting at 10.00 a.m. at the shops on Twentywell Lane. It was noted that Rod Moor Road had already been tidied up, but several other venues were suggested.

5. Finances

Peter Smithson reported that there was £1,141.98 in the general account, and £3,153.89 in the Field Account. 

6. Reports

(a) Membership and Subscriptions. Fiona Vallely reported that a letter had been delivered and an article placed in the Bugle. As a result, 68 household and 28 individual subscriptions had been received. Nine members had added extra contributions, and six had included notes expressing their appreciation for the work that BAG continued to do. It was agreed: (i) to send out membership cards; (ii) to use a form next year; (iii) to start sending copies of the Minutes directly to those members who had provided email addresses. Action: Fiona Vallely to work with Stephen George to prepare and distribute membership cards. Stephen George to check his email list against the current membership list and to start sending out Minutes with the current set.

(b) Chair’s Report.

(i) Sign for the Playground. A further quote had been obtained for signs. It was agreed to proceed with a small plaque acknowledging financial contributions, to be placed on the fence of the playground. Dorothy Astle had received a metal sign from Veolia Environmental acknowledging their support, which they required to be displayed. In addition, it was agreed to get a sign saying “No Dogs Allowed” for the gate of the playground once it had been replaced. Action: Peter Stubbs to order plaque and arrange for it and the Veolia sign to be affixed to the fence. Stephen George to enquire of SCC Environmental Services whether they could supply the doggy sign. 

(ii) A draft letter to other organisations was approved, inviting them to explore future co-operation, and to attend the Open Meeting to discuss a community building for Bradway. A list of the organisations to which the letter would be sent was agreed. It was further agreed to invite Rebecca Maddox (South West Area Panel) to the Open Meeting. Action: Peter Stubbs to print and send letter. Stephen George to write to R. Maddox.

(iii) Bradway Annexe. The Chair reported on meetings held with Alan Disberry (SCC Community Buildings Unit) and with other interested parties about the future of the Annexe. A report would be given to the Open Meeting on 20 March.

(iv) Welcome to Bradway Sign. This had been delayed because of more urgent priorities. Action: Peter Stubbs to follow up.

(v) Remedial work at the pedestrian crossing on Bradway Road. The City Council had completed the design. Work could be expected on site in a few months time. 

(vi) Parking Notice. Copies had been printed and were made available at the meeting. Members of BAG other than Committee Members could also have copies of these notices to put under windscreen wipers if they felt strongly about parking on footpaths and verges. 

(vii) Open Meeting. The Annexe was booked. The running order for presentations was agreed. 

(c) Web Site. John Pritchett submitted a paper on the setting up of a web site. It was agreed to register the name bradwayactiongroup.org if available, or bradwayactiongroup.co.uk.
7. Old School Field - the Next Steps

Dorothy Astle reported that she and Ruth Darrall had spoken to users of the playground on the Old School Field, and there had been a general view that some of the remaining funds should be spent on extending the log run and adding a climbing frame to that part of the field. It was agreed that Dorothy would cost the additions, and the Committee mandated the Chair to approve the expenditure so that it could go ahead before the next Committee meeting. The planting of two trees donated by local residents had been agreed with the Council, and the Committee agreed that BAG would pay for a third tree to be planted.

8. Fun Day

Dorothy Astle indicated that there were some problems with holding another Fun Day on the same lines as previous years. Action: Peter Stubbs to look into alternative formats.

9. Other Business

The attention of the Committee had been drawn to the accumulation of litter inside the fence of the Moorview Golf Driving Range, next to the public footpath parallel to Elwood Road. It was agreed to ask the owner if the mess could be tidied up. Action: Stephen George to contact owner.

10. Date of next Meeting
