BRADWAY ACTION GROUP Minutes

Committee Meeting, Tuesday 2 October 2007 at 7.15 p.m. at 22 Wollaton Road.

1. Apologies

Peter Smithson, John Pritchett.

2. Acceptance of Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes were accepted as a correct record.

3. Matters Arising on the Minutes not Covered Elsewhere

Minute 3 (Signs for Playground) Signs now all in place. (Log-Run Extension) Following negotiations with local residents, the siting had been changed and the equipment installed to everyone’s satisfaction. (Meeting with Other Groups) This had taken place on 5th July. It was sparsely attended, but there was agreement that co-operation would be beneficial. Agreed to have a monthly list of “What’s On in Bradway” on the notice board. (Gates to Field and Playground) Both gates now fitted. (Parking Notices) Letters had appeared in the Bradway Bugle.

Minute 4 (a) (ii) (Planning Applications). Objections to a planning application on Queen Victoria Road had been supported by Cllr. Hill, but BAG had not been approached by the objectors and so had made no submission. Further submissions had been made by Peter Stubbs in response to the continuing consultation on the Sheffield Development Framework.

Minute 4 (a) (iii) There had been no further response on the re-routing of the M17 bus despite a reminder being sent to the Passenger Transport Executive that a reply was awaited.

Minute 4 (a) (iv) Orange had yet to make any improvements to the security of the transmitter mast.

Minute 8. (Web Site). Tony Smith had provided a CDRom of photographs of Bradway. It was agreed to ask him to add some photographs of BAG events such as bulb planting and the opening of the playground. John Baker had agreed to link the web site of the Bugle to the BAG site. Unfortunately it had not proved possible to get a mock-up of the site ready for the Committee Meeting as had been hoped. Action: Stephen George to ask Tony Smith for additional photographs, and to work with John Pritchett or A. N. Other on creating a site.

4. Reports

(a) Chair’s Report. 

(i) Old School Field. Instances of vandalism continued to occur from time to time. One cost BAG over £100 to have rectified. The police are kept informed each time and did speak to the alleged perpetrators on one occasion. The problem of litter on the Field had seriously worsened. A further request had been made for a litter bin actually on the field. Streetforce had again said that it could not empty a bin that was off-road. The South West Area Panel were backing the attempt to get a bin sited on the field, and were in correspondence with Streetforce. It was agreed that the condition of the hedge was currently poor, and that it had grown too high over the summer. Also, there was no regular provision to strim the grass near the play equipment. Action: Peter Stubbs to talk to Bob King (SCC Children and Young People’s Directorate) about these issues.

(ii) Community Buildings. The Community Hall’s application to the Big Lottery Fund had not gone through to the second stage. John Child explained that the next moves, perhaps involving less ambitious plans, were to be considered by the Community Hall’s Management Committee on 9 November. Revised plans for a small extension to the Annexe had been received and were tabled. Comments were needed in the next few days. 

(iii) Open Meeting (10th July).  Over 30 attendees heard a most informative address by Alf Barker, the Manager of the Cherry Tree Children’s Home on Mickley Lane, prior to a detailed discussion on the draft document “The Future of Bradway”.  Many constructive comments were received.  These will be incorporated into a further draft.

(iv) Traffic and Road Safety. Various initiatives aimed at alleviating traffic and road safety problems in the area were reported.
(b) Treasurer’s Report. A full report would be presented to the AGM on 9 October. It was currently with the auditors.

(c) Secretary’s Report. (i) Spring Bulbs. 1,000 daffodil bulbs and 1,000 crocus bulbs had been ordered from the Council. These would be available for collection from Norton Nursery from 3 October and should be planted before the end of October. Action: Rachel Wilson to collect bulbs from Nursery. Stephen George to organise planting sessions in late October.

(ii) Lowedges, Batemoor and Jordanthorpe Community Safety Partnership. Bradway was now included in this partnership, which fed into the Woodseats Neighbourhood Action Group. Stephen George had attended a meeting on 11 September. Most of the business was not directly relevant to Bradway, although one item of relevance was that Meadowhead School was now prepared to take action on any complaints involving its students even where incidents took place out of school hours. 

5. Fun Day

The day had been a great success, and had made a profit of around £450. A letter thanking all those who had helped was about to be sent out. It was agreed that the same sub-group that had prepared for the day should meet to review lessons and feedback.

6. AGM

The AGM would take place on 9 October in the school hall at Sir Harold Jackson School, from 7.30 to 9.00. Notices had gone out to those members on e-mail, and had been placed on the notice boards. The central issue for discussion would be future projects that BAG should engage in.

7. Bradway Bugle

It was agreed that BAG would take over the distribution of copies of the Bugle to the deliverers starting with the next edition.
