
BRADWAY ACTION GROUP Minutes

Committee Meeting, Monday 21 September 2009 at 7.00 p.m. at The Old Mother Redcap.

1. Apologies

2. Acceptance of Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes were accepted as a correct record, subject to one minor correction. 

3. Matters Arising on the Minutes not Covered Elsewhere
Minute 4(a) (Planning Application for Hatfield’s Site). An objection was lodged on 23 June. No decision has yet been taken on the application.

Minute 4(b) (Voluntary and Faith Sector Survey). Peter Stubbs had attended a meeting at the Michael Church in Lowedges that had provided further feedback on the survey.

4. Reports

(a) Chair’s Report

(i) Bradway Traffic Plan. An update was received on 26 June. It was noted that the advanced stop sign for Tinker’s Corner was promised ‘shortly’ but had still not appeared, nor had the crossing on Prospect Road, which it had been hoped to construct in the ‘holidays’. It was also noted that money was needed to provide the flashing 30 sign for Twentywell Lane. Action: Peter Stubbs to write to Ashley Carnall asking for a further update before the AGM and what had happened about the stop sign and the crossing; and to contact Tammy Barrass at the South West Community Assembly to enquire about funds for the sign on Twentywell Lane. 

(ii) The Fun Day had been slightly disappointing because early bad weather had led to too much being put in the Annexe or under the bike sheds, and some stalls had got lost a bit. Overall, though, the day had been a success and £370 had been raised for funds. It was agreed to avoid the first week of the school holidays in future because it coincided with the Scouts’ annual camp.

(iii) A meeting had been held on 21 July to discuss representation on the South West Community Assembly’s Partner Panel. BAG, the Totley Residents’ Association and Dore Village Society had together persuaded councillors to adopt instead a system of Ward forums in which anyone, including group representatives, could meet with the councillors from their own Ward before each meeting of the Community Assembly. The councillors would then present the views to the Assembly.  Peter Stubbs had also attended a meeting of the South Community Assembly Reference Group on 9 July.

(iv) SPACE had successfully persuaded the council to remove the street lights on Baslow Road in Totley, and was now focusing on the development of Dore Station and the safety of heavy lorries passing through Totley.

(v) The Passenger Transport Executive had circulated a survey to determine the demand for a public transport link from Bradway and Dore to Dore Station to meet trains to and from Manchester in the early morning and late afternoon. Action: Stephen George to enquire about who had received the survey and to remind the Transport Executive about BAG’s earlier comments on possible re-routing of the M17 service during the day.

(vi) The Cost Cutter shop on Wollaton Road had asked whether there was any possibility of BAG obtaining a planter to go outside the shops there, as it had for the shops on Twentywell Lane. It was agreed to investigate funding. Action: Peter Stubbs to contact Tammy Barrass about possible funding for a planter. 

(b) Secretary’s Report. 

(i) Throughout the summer holidays Activity Sheffield had held ‘Streetkick’ football sessions on the Old School Field. These had been very successful.

(ii) Currently football training sessions were taking place at the Bradway Annexe between 4.00 and 5.30 on Thursdays in the build-up to a five-a-side competition on 29 September. Between 20 and 30 young people were turning up, and Activity Sheffield had asked whether any local residents could help out. An email had been circulated to the membership.

(iii) Replies had been sent to consultation documents on Sheffield’s Green and Open Space Strategy and the South West Community Assembly’s Draft Delivery Plan. It was noted that a whole flood of consultations had been sent out straight after the end of the school holidays with a very short turn-around time. Action: Stephen George to write to those who had sent the consultation documents requesting more time to respond in future.

(iv) BAG had been invited to take part in linked training sessions about making Community Groups and residents more effective political participants. It was agreed not to pursue this specifically for Bradway, but to ask for details of any courses that were planned. Action: Stephen George to respond as agreed.

(v) BAG had also been invited to host a green communities training course. It was agreed to decline the invitation. Action: Stephen George to reply as agreed.

(vi) Bradway: Past, Present and Future was currently in print.

(vii) Spring bulbs had been requested (1000 crocuses and 500 daffodils).

(c) Treasurer’s Report

Peter Smithson had provided a brief oral report in advance of the meeting. The books were still with auditor ahead of the AGM, so detailed information was not available on the previous period. However, the only major item of expenditure had been a £200 advance payment for the printing of  Bradway: Past, Present and Future. There was £4314 in the account on 28 August.

(c) Other Reports. John Child reported on the refurbishment of the Community Hall. Work had started on 24 August and re-opening of the Hall was scheduled for 9 November.

5. Annual General Meeting

Arrangements for the meeting on Tuesday, 6 October were all in place and notifications would be sent out the following day. The agenda was agreed, with the usual items plus an item on the future of the Old School Field.

6. Old School Field (OSF)

(a) An application for village green status for the OSF was finalised, subject to approval at the AGM. Action: Peter Stubbs to contact both Tony Smith (to ask if he could provide a map of Bradway to accompany the application), and Gary Beatson, who manages the field for the Children and Young People’s Directorate (to forewarn him of the impending application).

(b) Future Development. As previously agreed, the committee would propose to the AGM just a bog garden and a path round the field. Action: Peter Stubbs to prepare plan for AGM.

(c) The remaining tree had been vandalised beyond repair. Fiona Vallely suggested contacting Meadowhead School to seek their assistance in getting young people to do the replanting, in the hope that this would lead to some sense of ownership of the trees amongst the groups most likely to cause the damage.

7. Any Other Business

Fiona Vallely reported that Sir Harold Jackson School had been rebranded as Bradway Primary School. The Council had withdrawn permission for them to have a sign at the Prospect Road end of Bradway Drive, which was felt to be important because many people did not know that the school was down there. BAG agreed to support a request from the school that this decision be reconsidered.
