
BRADWAY ACTION GROUP Minutes

Committee Meeting:  Monday 20 September 2010, 7.15 p.m. at the Old Mother Redcap.

1. Apologies

Apologies had been received from John Pritchett, and Rachel Smith.  

2. Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes of the 14th June 2010 meeting were approved as a correct record. 

3. Matters arising on the Minutes not covered Elsewhere

Minute 3 (3.4.a). The bench was installed in late June and the hedge and grass were cut in time for the Fun Day.  

Minute 3 (4.v). The SW Community Assembly made a grant of £400 towards the 2010 Fun Day expenses. 

Minutes 4.i. & ii. Little progress so far. We will consult and advise K Hill whether a SID is still required on Twentywell Lane.  Introduction of limited stay car parking outside the shops is not being pursued at present due to conflicting views. No response has been received to inquiries as to progress over improvements to the crossing over Bradway Road.    

4. Reports

     a. Chairman’s Report

(i) 22 people attended the Open Meeting on 29 June when Gavin Foulstone of Violia gave an interesting presentation on Sheffield recycling. Some concerns were expressed about the new Blue Box scheme.

(ii) SYPTE had accused BAG of misleading people over proposals for changes to future bus services. They have been told that we had acted properly in drawing people’s attention to their consultation, and that any misunderstandings were down to flaws in their consultation process. Attention was also drawn to the consultation on the Sheffield City Region Transport Strategy (see www.southyorks.gov.uk). It was agreed that this was too strategic to merit a BAG response and that this be left to a personal responses. 

(iii) A card had been presented to Dorothy and Ian Makinson to mark their joint retirements.

(iv) A complaint over fly posting had been received but the complainant had raised this directly with the appropriate authorities. 

(v) Cllr Hill has asked if Bradway might benefit from warning notices relating to Motorcycle Nuisance which allow for offenders to have their bikes seized and crushed. It was agreed the Chair should give a positive response.

(vi) Once again we have been offered bulbs for planting in public areas around Bradway.  

(vii) Two meetings of the Ward Forum have been held, one on 5th August to highlight the Bus Vision consultation proposals and the other on 8th September. It was agreed that BAG would meet the costs for hire of Bradway Primary School for the next meeting on Tuesday 30th November and should also review progress to date with the Ward Forum model and consider whether any changes might be beneficial.  

  b. Secretary’s Report

i. No response had been received from Mr Setchfield to our offer to meet with the “Friends of Poynton Villa’s to discuss the proposed allotments scheme. 

ii. We had been included in a ‘Week of Action’ covering Bradway, Greenhill, Chancet Wood and the Fraser Road area of Woodseats promoted by the Greenhill, Bradway, Lowedges, Batemoor Neighbourhood Action Group. This had stimulated action by various SCC departments e.g. street cleaning and the police had operated speed checks on Twentywell Lane and Bradway Road and had cautioned a number of drivers who failed to obey the Tinkers corner stop sign. The white lines have been refreshed at this location, and the opportunity has been taken to again raise options for improvements to the traffic flow. 

  c. Treasurer’s Report

Peter Smithson introduced the three reports circulated prior to the meeting. The financial year end statement of accounts has been passed by the auditor who has again asked that in lieu of a fee a donation be made to a charity of his choice.  The provisional Fun Day account shows a profit of some £230; we are still awaiting an invoice from SCC for the use of the wall climber. The BAG balance at 16 September was £5451.10 with one out standing invoice awaited from SCC and £485 being the balance of funds received from the defunct Neighbourhood Association still awaiting decision as to its donation to appropriate uses.  

  d. Membership Secretary’s Report

So far 141 membership forms had been received, representing over 200 individuals. 

  e. Other Reports: 

i Community Hall: John Child reported that an application was under way with the SW Assembly for funding for a bench in the grounds

ii Village Greens: No response had yet been received to the application. Whilst there is a view that “there is no chance that the Old School Field will be developed” future changes in Council policy cannot be ruled out so we should press on with the application. Action: The Secretary to follow this up and try and stimulate some action in less than the 4 years Dore waited.

5. Fun Day 2010: lessons. The future of the Fun Day was a matter for the incoming committee. The presence of the Climbing Wall had been a significant attraction but as with the Bouncy Castle the charging policy needs to be reviewed to ensure that we at least cover costs and to generate profit if the intention is not only to provide a community event but also to raise funds for improvements to the Old School Field facilities. 

6. Planning Issues. 

i. SCC had rejected the development proposed for 31 Rosamond Close but the developer has appealed and the proposal is now with a statutory Planning Inspector for review. It was agreed that BAG should ensure that the Inspector is kept fully informed of our objections that are founded around access and green corridor issues.  

ii BAGs attention has been drawn to a possible problem regarding land use bordering Ox Close Avenue. Action: Mr Tabor will check out whether any improper activity is being undertaken. We understand that the issue has already been referred by a local resident to the relevant Environmental/Planning departments.

iii. The planning applications for both Bradway Primary School and the Annex have received conditional approvals. It is understood that changes have been agreed in the light of increasing costs.  Work at the school was scheduled to start before the end of September and be finished by Christmas  

7. Old School Field. The next litter pick will be on Saturday 2nd October at 10.00am.

8. South West Community Assembly. The next meeting will be at Bents Green Methodist Church at 7pm on 30 September. Presentations and displays from bodies receiving funding have been invited, and clarification of this sought. Both the Chair and Secretary are away, so the Deputy Chair will present the Tinkers Corner petition.     

9. Bradway Bugle. John Baker is looking for somewhere in Bradway where the printers may deliver the Bugle for local distribution. Mr Tabor offered the use of his garage subject to his being able to accommodate the volume of boxes.

10. AGM: Arrangements were in place for the meeting to be held on 12 October at 7.15 at Bradway Primary School. The agenda was agreed with the discussion issue for this year to be around an update on Transport issues affecting Bradway.

11.
 Proposed future activities and meeting dates for new Committee. The incoming committee will decide its own priorities and activities. However, based on the pattern established in previous years, committee meetings are likely to be held during w/c 1November 2010, and 17 January, 7March, 9May, 20June and 19 September 2011.Open Meetings are normally held in March/April and June/July with the AGM expected to be on Tuesday 11 October.  

12. Any Other Business

There being no other business the meeting closed at 9.12 p.m.
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
